
JOINING A CLASS MEETING ON TEAMS USING A PHONE/HANDHELD DEVICE 

 

If one of your teachers chooses to host a meeting with you then an invite should appear in 
your Team for that class. 

It will look something like this… 

  

…so you just need to click on Join. 

 

To see all of your teams on a phone, make sure you click on Teams at the bottom: 

 



Don’t forget that some teachers are using different channels within a Team so click on the 
coloured square for the team to see them. In the screenshot on the previous page you can 
see that there is a meeting taking place in General in Test Group so you would click there. 

You will be muted in the meeting and your video will be off. Only the teacher will allow you 
to be unmuted should you be required to speak. You can “raise your hand” if you want to 
speak from the menu below by clicking on the three dots at the bottom of the screen. That 
way the teacher will know you want to speak. 

 

 

You can also post messages in the chat for the meeting (this one is at the top of the screen). 
Be aware that these messages will be stored in the Team conversation even after the 
meeting has ended and will have your username attached to it so always act appropriately.
