We have had a very busy start to 2022 with STEM club running many different projects! A massive
thank you goes to the year 7/8 cohort who have managed to build 9 air filters during the afterschool
STEM club with very little involvement needed from myself. We decided to build the air filters to try
and improve the quality of the air inside of our classrooms, as cleaner air is linked to:

- improved cognitive functioning

- lesser symptoms associated with asthma and allergies

- improved skin appearance

- healthier lungs

We are completing this project in partnership with a few different people. The first person is Leila
Williams who first contacted me and offered for Bridgewater to be a pioneer school for cleaner air in
Warrington schools. Leila managedto source funding for £3,000 worth of equipment which the pupils
have been piecing together over the lastsix weeks! Thisis also beingu«  J K- «z~ TX 2?2 ¢t
Air quality Monitoring for Health and Education) who have provided us with a high -spec air quality
monitor to test our air conditions, so we can see the improvements from the air filters.

Mark Waters from 4WardFutures has also been involved. He has brought in mechanical and chemical
engineers to talk to pupils about how the filters work, whe re is best to place them in the classroom,
what should the housing casing look like and whythey should look like this. Pupils are now being
tasked with producing a display poster, showing how our air quality has dropped, the causes, the
impact and how we can fix it going forward.

Year 8/9 pupils have been working hard on the United Utilities project where they have been given
the task of building a centre in Coniston where they have many problems to solve. They need to think
about the location of where to build, the environmental and local impact, what it will be used for,
costing, how it will be provided with water as well as a logo, floor plans and eventually a prototype
model will be built!

So far, this grouphas enjoyed avisit to the United Utilities centre at Lingley Mere where they were
informed of the challenges ahead and given time to complete an ice breaker challenge which involved
building a free-standing structure made solely of tape and balloons. A massive well done to our year 8
group who narrowly missed out on the tallest structure that United Utilities had seen over their six
years of running the project!

Our year 9 group has also continued their hard work on a recycling project from last year. They are
producing a bin that will automatically sort rubbish into recyclable waste and non-recyclable waste. |

academic aspirations of our pupils, and encourage more students to not only think about going to
University but also to consider Oxford as a realistic option. This term pupils had a chance to work
with staff and researchers from the University who ran the sessions.

All students had a chance to look at University, watching a tour of Oxford University from a
Warrington student. They were then given the chance to come up with questions to ask the
researcher. Questions ranged fromgeneral life at university to questions about finances.

Year 7 and 8 students then went onto designing methods to communicate in space. They
discussed the difficulties with communication and then had to invent their own way to
communicate using resourcesprovided. Once they came up with a method, other groups then had
to work out what they were trying to communicate to analyse how effective the method of
communication was.

Year 9, on the other hand, investigated ethics in science, looking at the trolley problem and the
difficult decisions that Scientists sometimes must make. They were initially given a situation of six
astronauts in space who were spread overtwo capsules They had to cut off the air supply to one
capsule, deciding which one to cut off. The students unanimously decided to cut off the air supply
to the capsule with one person. However, when circumstances were changed, such as the person
on their own being their best friend, many struggled to decide.

Our students were a credit to the school. They were enthusiastic and came up with some creative
ideas. They asked some fantastic questions and the researchers were really impressed with how
