The Curriculum in Year 10 differs considerably from that of Key Stage 3.  When pupils move into Year 10 

they can opt for a number of subjects.  In school we help the decision-making process through a number 

of routes.  As part of this process, all Year 9 pupils receive a programme of Careers, Advice and Guidance 

which includes information about the options process.  

  

Most importantly, however, we hold an Options Evening at the Upper Site. The school will distribute an 
explanatory booklet to all Year 9 pupils prior to the evening.  If you are coming to the evening by car 
please arrive early since car parking is restricted, park in the playground area and enter the school through 
the playground door.  The evening will begin with a short introductory talk at 6.00pm in the Hall.  Due to 
the number of parents expected at this evening, and the size of the year group, it will be necessary to ask 
the students to wait in a pre-designated room whilst parents/carers listen to the introductory talk.  The 
students will be given similar information through our assembly programme.  On completion of the talk, 
you are asked to locate your son/daughter who will have been assigned a room according to their form.  
There will then be the opportunity to visit individual subject areas where staff will be available to advise 
on the nature of their courses and answer any questions that either the students or yourselves may have.
