The Importance of Personal Development 
Personal development helps young people understand themselves, manage challenges, and build the emotional skills they need for school, relationships, and adult life. During the teenage years, students experience rapid changes in their brains, bodies, and social worlds. Learning how to recognise emotions, cope with stress and develop healthy habits supports mental wellbeing, builds resilience, and helps students feel more confident and in control. When parents and carers talk openly about these topics at home, it reinforces learning and shows young people that their wellbeing really matters
Curriculum Topic Overview – Year 8 Spring Half Term 1
Exploring the Democratic Process
Students learn how democracy works, including voting, representation, and decision-making. They explore why democratic systems matter and how citizens can have a voice in society.
Respecting and Celebrating Religious Diversity
This topic encourages students to understand and respect different religious beliefs and practices. Students learn how diversity enriches communities and why tolerance and respect are essential in modern society.
Evolution of Money
Students explore how money has developed over time, from bartering to modern digital currencies. This helps them understand why money exists and how financial systems have changed to meet society’s needs.
Taking Control of My Money
This topic introduces basic personal finance skills, including budgeting, saving and making responsible spending choices. Students begin to understand how to manage money wisely and plan for the future.
Introducing the Economy
Students are introduced to key economic ideas such as needs and wants, supply and demand, and how money moves within an economy. This builds a foundation for understanding how economic decisions affect individuals and communities.
Fundamentals of Business
Students learn what businesses do, why they exist and how they operate. They explore entrepreneurship, profit, customer needs and the role businesses play in the economy.
